Nehemiah Festival vendor fee explanation:
At the Nehemiah Festival, vendors are required to submit a vendor registration fee to secure booth space at the event.  For retail and food merchants, we would ask that you donate 10% of your sales over your registration fee back to the festival.  For example, registration for a 10x10 booth space is $100.00.  If a 10x10 vendor sells less than $100.00 of merchandise then they would donate nothing (unless they want to).  If the vendor has $110 in sales they would donate 10% of $10.00 or $1.00 (10% of sales over registration fee).
